Mr. C. J. Simpson - experimental 
English to replace old standard? 

Simpson Foresees 
Expanded Studies 

Mr. Charles J. Simpson is looking 
ahead to an even further expansion 
in the English curriculum. He thinks 
the experimental program now in use 
at Central will probably become the 
basis for standard use in future years, 

Mr. Simpson was graduated fr om 
Grand Island College where he re­
ceived his Bachelor of Arts degree, 
He later attended Coliunbia Univer­
sity in New York where he obtained 
his Master's degree, He has also at­
tended Omaha University for various 
classes. 

He has been extremely active iu 
the experimental' English program 
now in its third year at Central. He 
spent most of last summer writing 
and revising the junior year record 
summer writing materials. Mr. Simp­
son feels that the new program offers 
the student good concept in total lit­
erature and writing, He also remarked 
that since the program in its entirety 
begins at the grade school level, it 
offers an opportunity for the building 
of English use and the understanding 
of literature. The program allows the 
student to pursue his knowledge on a 
significant level. Though his prepara­
tion for these classes are far more ex­
tensive and time-consuming, it is of 
great satisfaction to him. He teaches 
three experimental courses and one 
regular academic English course-all 
of which are senior classes. 

Mr. Simpson has recently been ap­
pointed chairman' of a committee of 
eight made up of English teachers 
throughout the city. Their purpose 
will be to work on the improvement 
of the language program in high 
schools from grades seven through 
twelve.
